Doha Film Experience

Juries

Engagement of young people in the Ajyal Youth Film

Festival is centred on the juries of the Doha Film Experience,
who select the awards in the Festival’s competitions.

By providing young people from the ages of 8 to 21 with
access to international cinema and filmmakers from around
the globe, Ajyal helps them develop their understanding of
how the world tells its stories in a spirit of cultural exchange.
The Doha Film Experience inspires creative thinking,
cooperation and problem solving - and leads to friendships
that will last a lifetime.

There are three Doha Film Experience juries in three age groups. They are:

Mohaq means ‘New Moon’ in Arabic,
and these are Ajyal’s youngest jurors,
aged 8 to 12. The young people of this
jury will watch two programmes of
short films and two feature-length
films.

Awards

Ajyal’s juries select a total of five Best Filmmaker awards -
each jury selects a best filmmaker in the short film category,
and the Hilal and Bader juries also select awards in the

feature film category.

Ajyal’s jurors aged 13 to 17 make up the
Hilal jury - the term means ‘Crescent
Moon’ in Arabic. Four feature films and
two programmes of shorts make up
the Hilal jury’s festival programme.

The most mature of Ajyal’s juries,
Bader (Arabic for ‘Full Moon’) jurors
are aged 18 to 21 and will select their
favourite films from four features and
two programmes of short films.

Best Filmmakers are awarded funding toward their next

Since its publication in 1923, Lebanese poet Kahlil Gibran’s
‘The Prophet’, has been a classic around the world; one of the
bestselling books of the 20th century, it has been translated

into more than 40 languages. Turning this collection of
poems into a feature film is a monumental task, but writer-
director Roger Allers (Disney’s ‘The Lion King’) has risen to
the occasion. The result is a beautiful and charming tale that
remains faithful to the spirit of Gibran’s original text.

take him home. Along the way, the townspeople ask for
